Concert Arrangements

· Parents and staff will enter the school in the normal way
· It is anticipated that the concert will finish at 9pm
· Please make arrangements to collect your child from his/her classroom allowing them time to change 
· Please notify the class teacher that your child has been collected

There will be no tickets on sale at the door and no admission without a ticket. Doors open at 6.45pm.
