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Dear Parent/Carer,

Time is passing very quickly and everyone is now very much back into the routines of life at school. I continue to be pleased at the standard of uniform displayed by the children and I’m grateful for your ongoing support with this.
I hope that this letter will give you some more information about one or two issues that are relevant at this time.

Consent Forms

I’m sure you will all be aware of the need for your consent to be given when your child leaves the school for any events or visits that are outwith the local area. This will involve you filling out the written consent form and returning it to school with your child before the trip goes out. Occasionally children have not returned the consent forms and we have been able to phone you to seek verbal consent. Unfortunately, verbal consent is no longer adequate and we must now insist upon written consent or your child will be unable to take part in the visit.

Food Legislation
Many of you will know that Scottish law now prohibits schools from serving or selling any non-compliant food or drink at school; this includes any sweets, cakes, sugary drinks and snacks. Unfortunately this also applies to any treats that parents send into school for the class on their child’s birthday. We would appreciate you bearing this in mind and are grateful for your cooperation in this matter.

Collection of Children at 3pm

We’ve been reinforcing the important message of safety with the children during the last few weeks. There has been an emphasis on the importance of the children only leaving the building with the adult who is collecting them and we have been telling the children not to leave school if they are confused about arrangements for getting home. Your reinforcement of this important message would be greatly appreciated, particularly with our younger children.

Parking
As I have mentioned before, I appreciate how busy the school can be both before and after school hours. With lots of traffic around the school at these times it continues to be important to respect the parking laws around the school. Please refrain from parking on the white and yellow lines near the school gates, the bus bay and in front of local residents’ driveways. If you see anything that concerns you please do not hesitate to let us know. Again, your cooperation and support with this issue is appreciated.

Congratulations

Congratulations to the children of P6/1, last session’s P5/1, for winning the Go Barrhead Cycle to School competition. This award was given after their efforts in cycling to school last session and their prize is a day’s mountain biking. We’ll make arrangements for this excursion and congratulations again to all involved.

Although I’ll no doubt be in contact with your again soon, it’s perhaps worth pointing out that the school will close at 3pm on Thursday 22nd September for the September Weekend holiday.
