Winter Weather Advice
I’m sure it will have escaped no-one’s notice that winter is here and, in spite of the recent mild temperatures, I thought it might be wise to give one or two suggestions that might be useful should we be faced with the kinds of severe conditions experienced last winter. 

I hope that you find the following advice useful:

· Please make sure that your child is always appropriately dressed to cope with winter weather. Warm coats, sturdy shoes, hats, scarves and gloves will be the order of the day! Unless conditions are particularly difficult, we will be trying to allow pupils access to the playground as frequently as possible – even in the snow!

· A pair of dry socks in the children’s schoolbags would be helpful.

· Gym shoes or indoor shoes would be useful to wear in classrooms.

· In the event of snow or ice a path will be cleared from the school gates to the school doors. Please encourage your children to stick to the paths when entering and leaving school.
· In the event of snow it would be useful if the children walked to school whenever possible. Driving conditions are very tricky around the school during inclement weather and anyone getting stuck in snow will cause major disruption in the area. 

· In the event that we need to send children home early, as we did last year, you will receive a text message first, followed by a telephone call. It would be helpful if parents/carers were able to get to the school as soon as possible should the need arise. However, please be reassured that no child will be left unattended should you be delayed.

· Should you require any information about school closures please refer to the school website, East Renfrewshire’s website or East Renfrewshire’s Twitter feed.

I’m sure we’ll all be watching the weather forecast very closely over these next weeks and I really do hope we will not be inconvenienced to the same extent as we were last session.
