The assessment date is Friday 10th June.  Pupils who have been training on the road should also have their bike on this date.
Please note the following points:

· Pupils must have a cycling helmet and will not be allowed to participate without one.

· On Wednesday 20th April our school travel representative, will be visiting the school to assist in checking pupil bikes.  We encourage all children to ensure their bikes are in a good working order and safe to ride prior to commencement of training.

· The first 3 sessions will be conducted in the playground.  Your child will then be assessed as to whether they will be able to undertake the rest of the training on road.  If your child does not meet an expected level of competence they will continue the remainder of the training in the school playground and will not be able to sit the final assessment on the road this session.

· Pupils should practice their skills at home.
· Pupils must take time to study their ‘Highway Code’ and ‘Cyclist’s Guide’ Booklets.  We would appreciate your help in supporting your child with this.
· If your child is unable to bring their bike to school for each cycle session, then arrangements can be made for their bike to be kept in the school for the duration of the practices.  Please inform us if you wish to use this facility, by indicating on the form below.  
· Pupils will be provided with fluorescent tabards to wear if they are on the road.  
· Your child may come to school wearing their school uniform on top with comfortable trousers/tracksuit in school colours.  They should also have a waterproof jacket as training will still continue in light rain.  A rucksack may be useful for travelling to and from school on bikes.

· You should ensure your child’s bike is in a roadworthy condition as a bike check will form part of the final assessment.
